     Zoom has a feature for 

users with at least a basic ac-

count who are playing instru-

ments during meetings. 

The Original sound for mu-

sicians feature allows for the 

preservation of audio received 

from your microphone. 

     To enable Original Sound 

in your settings, follow these 

steps:  

1.Sign into a Zoom meeting. 2. 

Click on up arrow next to mute 

icon. 3. Click on Audio Set-

tings. 4. Under the Audio 

Profile section, select Original 

sound for musicians. Once 

enabled in Settings, the Origi-

nal sound feature has to be 

toggled "On" every time you 

start a new meeting in upper 

left corner of meeting screen. 

Additional audio options are 

also available: High-fidelity 

music mode: This disables 

echo cancellation & post-

processing, while raising audio 

codec quality. Echo cancella-

tion: Prevents the creation of 

echoes between mic and speak-

ers. Stereo audio: Encodes mic 

audio in stereo.
